        It was AGREED that Cllr. Lynes continues to represent the Parish Council at the SNAP meetings and that Cllr. K. Bacon carries out the finance checks.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Affordable Housing – A member of the public stressed that whilst the planning application has not yet been submitted, residents of The Street are against the number of houses proposed for the site
   Broadband – A member of the public asked that the Parish Council approach the issues concerning broadband speeds from a business prospective.  A decent broadband speed would make a huge difference to local revenue.  He asked that the Parish council consider putting in their own broadband as done by Arkholme.  County Councillor Baker advised that he will pursue this at a meeting at NCC tomorrow with the personal responsible for broadband.  Cllr. K. Bacon offered to look into the broadband system installed at Arkholme,
  The meeting reconvened.  
   9.    Police Matters
        There was no officer present and no report. 

 10.   Reports from District Councillor and County Councillor

10.1 Report from District Councillor 

Councillor Eales provided an update on her work as District Councillor for Aylmerton and voiced concern in respect of The Big Society Fund being put at risk if NCC use second home income to pay for the incinerator compensation.  It was noted that the Crematorium application which is to be considered by Development Committee is to be deferred to the meeting to be held on 12 June.  Cllr. Eales stressed that she will be pressing for proper drainage of the surface water to be installed on Davey Hill.  It is anticipated that the Woodland Burial application will be considered at the same meeting.  The affordable housing application has been deferred due to on-going negotiations with Mr Medler in respect of  drainage.
     10.2 Report from County Councillor
County Cllr. Baker reported on his work as County Councillor for Aylmerton including an update on the incinerator and the move from a cabinet to a committee system at NCC.  Information was also provided in respect of Coltishall airbase and the Northern Distributor Route.  It was noted that talks are on-going with Norman Lamb MP concerning the need for a roundabout on the A148 at Lodge Hill.  It was noted that this is currently No 7 on the list of priorities and that the Felbrigg junction is No 6.  Cllr. Baker advised that negotiations are taking place in respect of the second homes funding.  
The Chairman thanked Cllr. Baker for the cheque from the Budgens Love Local Scheme.
